A. Jamie Dunton of Russian River Utility informed the Board that due to flood conditions the well is
not currently pumping due to water in the well field; therefore, the water is being delivered from the
storage tanks. It is his estimate that five days water supply in the tanks. RRU is currently sampling
the water per regulations and is awaiting clean results from the lab. The well will begin pumping
again upon receipt of “clean” results. In the event that the results are not positive from the lab,
Russian River staff will pass out boil water notices and proceed with appropriate steps.
